	3.1 Factors affecting settlements.

Physical and human factors affecting the site and situation, growth and shape (linear, nucleated and dispersed) of settlements.
	· To be able to define settlements by site, situation and shape.

· To recognise the factors that determine site and affect situation (eg communication networks).

· To understand that growth can be affected by physical factors (eg villages in Welsh valleys).

· To be able to identify the factors affecting site and situation, growth, and shape, from examples on maps.
	· Teacher provides a list of definitions of types of site, situation and shape, and a list of physical and human factors, for students to match with a range of map extracts on PowerPoint. This could be completed in two stages: site, situation and shape followed by physical and human factors.

	3.2 Changing land use in urban areas.

The reasons for (social, economic and political) and consequences of the need for more housing, including the use of brownfield and greenfield sites, and urban sprawl.
	· Using local or national examples, to understand:
· changing social and political factors (later marriages, increased divorces, age structure) that lead to increased demand for housing
· economic factors such as increased wealth leading to growth in number of owner occupiers.
	· Students research newspaper articles to understand why there is a need for more homes in their area.

· Students conduct a class survey to discover how many homes their own families need. Older siblings may be in accommodation at university, others may be in flats away from home, grandparents and great-grandparents may be in their own houses and parents may own and/or occupy more than one house.

	Land use in urban areas in the UK is changing, largely in response to the need for more housing and deindustrialisation.

The consequences of deindustrialisation, including the redevelopment and renewal of derelict and brownfield sites.

The advantages and disadvantages of brownfield and greenfield sites.
	· Using local or national examples, to recognise the reasons for land use change:
· the movement of secondary industry to newly industrialised countries, leaving brownfield sites
· redevelopment and renewal of derelict and brownfield sites resulting from de-industrialisation for housing and other land uses
· urban sprawl and development on greenfield sites
· the development of ‘gated suburbs’.

· To understand the advantages and disadvantages of building on greenfield and brownfield sites.
	· Students create a base map of their area (or another appropriate area) taken from an old OS map. They mark sites of industry in the past that have since been de-industrialised, and identify these as brownfield sites.

· Students add to their base map by using more recent editions of OS maps to mark additional areas of housing and greenfield site development, gradually building up the new parts of the town/area in other colours. They use labelling and annotation to show the changing type of land use, urban sprawl, development of greenfield sites and possibly gated suburbs. If possible they use photographs to aid recognition.

· Students use photographs of brownfield and greenfield developments (perhaps from local newspaper archives) to make a table identifying the advantages and disadvantages of building on greenfield and brownfield sites.

	3.3 Rapid growth in LICs.

Reasons for the rapid growth of urban areas in low-income countries (LICs).

A study of an LIC urban area to assess the effects of this rapid growth.
	· To understand, from examples of different urban areas, the reasons for growth, including high rates of natural increase and rural to urban migration.

· To know, for one urban area, the effects of rapid growth, both positive and negative, including the development of squatter settlements, pollution and congestion.
	· Students create a series of cartoons to show the reasons for rural to urban migration.

· By analysing statistics for a variety of urban areas in a range of LICs, students consider the impact of natural increase and relate it to the idea of young people from rural areas migrating into the areas as well and swelling the number of births. They consider improving health and its impact on the death rate. They annotate a population pyramid of the city to identify these contributions.

· Students graph the population change and assess the extra housing, schools, jobs, and hospitals needed.

· Students collect photographs of Mumbai and annotate them to show the effects of rapid population growth. They create a series of collages of these annotated images. They describe the changes shown on the collages and include specific details of the effects, both positive and negative. They assess overall effects.
